The Movement Medicine Sponsorship Fund

Application for funding to attend Movement Medicine workshops, training, events, classes, or projects (referred to as ‘event’).
Important information, please read carefully
· The MMSF looks at applications 4 times per year. The deadlines for accepting applications are: 1st January; 1st April; 1st July; 1st October. Please ensure that you get your application into us in good time for the deadline and for the event you wish to attend. The fund will let you know its decision within 1 month of the deadline.
· Please refer to the document ‘Information for applicants’ first, to make sure that you understand the MMSF’s criteria.   
· Please be aware that the MMSF is separate and independent from the School of Movement Medicine or any other event organisers. You need to apply to the organiser and or teacher(s) for a place on their event BEFORE you apply to MMSF for support.

· Please, if you can, send your application as a word document. 
· You may only apply for 1 event at a time. If you intend to apply again, for example, to complete the pathway to the Apprenticeship or Professional Training, it is useful to let the fund know. However, to manage the finances, the fund can only commit to support 1 event at a time. 
· Please keep your answers short, preferably 2-3 pages maximum. If you have applied to MMSF before there is no need to repeat information that has not changed, please just say that you have given this information previously, on which date, and that nothing has changed.

· The MMSF does not normally fund teacher’s fees for events. In exceptional circumstances it can fund up to 50% of teacher’s fees. Usually the fund will support travel and accommodation costs.

· If MMSF agrees to fund you, we will inform the organiser and teacher(s) of the event you are applying for that you have met the criteria for sponsorship. You can then ask the organiser and teacher(s) to give you a tuition free place, which will be their own decision.

· The application process is confidential.  No-one outside the applications group for MMSF will have access to any information you choose to share with us. We hold your information securely.
· We will report on trends such as countries applicants come from or which events applicants want to attend but will not identify individuals in these reports.
· Should you be successful in receiving funding, we reserve the right to publicise this (without naming you if you wish) as part of bringing the fund’s activities to a wider audience, and to contact you after the workshop or event to get feedback on your experience.

You can apply separately to the organiser and teachers for a discount on their tuition fees.

Before an award can be made, you will be asked to sign an agreement to provide feedback in a format of your choosing. Anonymity can be maintained if this is preferred. You need to supply references to support your application, which confirm your eligibility for support from the Fund. In particular, we need independent confirmation that:

· You experience economic and or social exclusion by belonging to a vulnerable group in society or because you face a challenging long-term situation which impacts substantially on your economic opportunities.

Or that:

· You live (long term) in an area which is poor, or you are exposed to natural or man-made disaster, civil conflict, war or political suppression. 
If you are applying for substantial support to help you through a Movement Medicine Apprenticeship and or Professional Training, we will also need verification that:

· You are active in a deprived community and intend to bring the benefits of Movement Medicine back to that community.
It is up to you who you choose to be your referee(s). There may be one person who can verify all aspects of your application or you may need to draw on several people. 

For example, an applicant may have a current friend or colleague who can speak about how active they are in a community and how they plan to bring MM back to that community, but that referee may not know about the background issues which make the applicant part of a priority group, such as struggling with employment due to discrimination or the impact of trauma, or being a recovering drug addict.
